Assignment 1 – Case Study - 25 points

Throughout the Northouse book, the case studies are used as teaching tools.  Designing your own case study will help you deal with real-world issues and dilemmas as well as help solve the challenges.  You should provide enough information so the reader can make a sound decision in solving the case.  Again, doctoral level papers must be detailed and well written.

For this assignment you will write a case study based on the topic of creating a climate of practice.  For example, how the organization should conduct optimal levels of productivity and/or care for their people.  You may base your case study on a personal experience, positive or negative, but do not use real names or places.  Once you review the examples in the Northouse book, create a title and idea for your case study.  Please note they are ONLY examples.  You will read that a case study begins with a brief description of the topic to be addressed.  You will then present the facts related to the case; for example, like a storyline, narrative, scenario.  Finally, provide at least five open-ended discussion questions that “provoke thought.” No credit given for questions that elicit a yes or no response, or a listing of points.

Please note that you are to write a doctoral level paper, not an outline, based on your specific case study.  Although the text illustrates some case studies as examples, as well as other resources you might find on a case study, you must write this assignment as a doctoral paper, not as a brief.  Please refer to the proper documents for format and syntax.  There are no scholarly resources required, just your full interpretation.
You are to prepare a doctoral level paper, at least 4 full pages of content, one page for the five open-ended questions, plus a title page.  All papers are to be submitted by the due date; there are no exceptions so please work ahead and do not wait until the weekend prior to the due date to start your assignment. Please review the scoring guide if you wish to do well. This scoring guide is located below.

ORGANIZATION [5 points]

· Proper FCE title page (available in assignment links in Bb). Closely review the 3 sections and single spacing [1]
· Proper page numbering. Paper must have page numbers located in the upper right side. Start number “2” on page two. The title page is page one but it should not be labeled. Leave the title page with no numeral. [1]
· Proper use of level headings. Review page 62 of the 6th edition APA manual and page 20 of 26 of the NSU style guide March 2013. You must use a Level 1 heading before a Level 2 heading. Locate and review page 27 Section 2.05 in the 6th edition APA manual. [3]
CONTENT AND EVIDENCE [20 points]

· Create a title for your case study (be creative), do not just type Assignment 1 Case Study. Include your title on the title page and as your Level 1 heading on page 2. [1]
· Write a brief description of the case study. Explain your leadership topic of discussion. [4]
· Present in-depth facts so the reader has a full picture of the situation and will be able to answer the open-ended questions, which you will create. This is your storyline, scenario, and/or narrative. [10]
· Create 5 open-ended questions that “provoke thought”. No credit for any question that elicits a yes or no response, or a listing of points. Keep in mind that these questions must be at the doctoral level. [5]
